@ Loosen the pulley screw with a 3mm hexagonal
wrench, and remove the original guide and tension
pulleys.

*Clean the surface beforehand. If the surface is dirty, the
tape will fall off during the work.

@ By using the original pulley screws removed at Step@),
attach CAPACITY BOOSTER guide pulley 12T on the
upper side and tension pulley 14T on the lower side.
Place the included spacer on the tension pulley on the
frame side. — [Fig.3]

*QOrient pulleys in the correct direction, making sure not
to drop the bushes.

(® Route the chain. When routing the chain through
rear derailleur, make sure that it passes behind
the chain derailment prevention plate. — [Fig.4]

® Install the rear wheel. When the chain has tension,
remove the masking tape applied at Step@®.

(D Wrap the chain on the largest chainring (outer) and the largest cog (low).

Do not route the chain through rear derailleur.

(@ Bring the two chain ends together. The correct chain length is where the
two ends meet, plus two or three chain links and a quick link as shown in
the enlarged figures.
